SUBJECT:
EPCRA County-Wide/Strategic Plan Certification/Checklist 

To expedite the County-Wide/Strategic Plan update process a Certification/Checklist has been developed.  The purpose of the Certification/Checklist is to minimize the number of attachments that must be submitted with the updated County-Wide/Strategic Plan.  The new Certification/Checklist will become effective on October 1, 2002 and should be utilized with all County-Wide/Strategic Plans submitted after that date.  

The Certification/Checklist is to be completed by the designated Local Emergency Response Team Chief or an authorized representative of the team.  When using the new Certification/Checklist the only documentation that will always be included with the updated County-Wide/Strategic Plan is the listing of the current team members and an updated equipment needs list.  Four other attachments need only be submitted if the current submission is no longer in effect.  They include the sponsoring jurisdiction concurrence, the letter from the LEPC designating the team, the county board resolution designating the team, and the 24-hour contact for the team.  All other required attachments are to be kept on file with local emergency response team in conjunction with the County-Wide/Strategic Plan.

The name and title of the authorized representative of the local emergency response team must be filled in on the Certification/Checklist.  The certification must be signed by the designated Local (Level B) Emergency Response Team Chief or an authorized representative of the team.
