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At Home and At Work…Have Available:

· Flashlight and extra batteries

· Battery-powered NOAA Weather Radio and commercial radio

· Extra food and water.  High energy food that required no cooking is best

· Emergency heating source, such as a fireplace or space heater- with proper ventilation
In Cars and Trucks:

· Check and winterize your vehicle before the winter season begins

· Carry a winter storm survival kit that includes: blankets/sleeping bags, extra clothing to keep dry, sand or cat litter, a shovel, windshield scraper and brush, and booster cables.
A disaster supply kit should include at the very least:



A 3-day supply of water



Food that won’t spoil



One change of clothing



First Aid Kit



Prescription medicines



Emergency tools



Battery-powered NWR



Portable radio



Flashlight with extra batteries



Extra set of car keys



Cash and a credit card
