SECTION 1:

ELIGIBILITY TO APPLY
Any Local Emergency Planning Committee may apply to WEM for an annual Computer and HAZMAT Response Equipment Grant.  

SECTION 2:

GRANT PERIOD
The equipment grant period shall be on a calendar year basis, January 1 through December 31.

SECTION 3:

GRANT APPLICATION DEADLINE DATES
3.1
Matching equipment Grant Application shall be received by the appropriate Regional Office no later than 

February 8 of the grant year.    

3.2
Amended applications to change the original grant request may be submitted to the appropriate Regional Office no later than October 11 of the grant year.  Amended Grant Applications shall be reviewed and considered by the Administrator’s  designee for approval utilizing the same process as an original application.  Requests for increased grant awards will be considered if sufficient funding is available.     

3.3
The request for final reimbursement and required documentation must be received in the appropriate Regional Office not later than March 1 of the next grant year.  The request for final reimbursement can be made anytime during the grant year provided that all equipment for which matching funds are being requested has been purchased.  


If both computer equipment and HAZMAT response equipment funding are being requested a separate request for reimbursement of computer equipment may be made, provided that all computer equipment for which matching funding is being requested has been purchased.

3.4
Requests for final reimbursement for equipment purchased shall be reviewed and approved or denied within 30 days of receipt of the request at the Regional Office.  Payments shall be distributed within 60 days of receipt at the Regional Office for a request for final reimbursement for which approval is granted.  Requests for final reimbursement that are denied will contain an explanation as to why and list any other documentation that needs to be submitted for consideration of the request.  Any request for reimbursement that is returned due to missing information must be resubmitted within the grant period or within 30 days of its return to the county if after March 1 of the next grant year.  

3.5
Applications received after the due date, for which no extension was requested, will not be considered unless sufficient funding is available and a waiver of the appropriate deadline is granted by WEM.  A written request for a waiver must be submitted with the late application and must include the justification for the late submission.  
SECTION 4:

GRANT PROCEDURES/REQUIREMENTS 

4.1
The submission of the Grant Application shall be approved by the LEPC.  The initial application shall be co-signed by the LEPC Chair, the County Board Chair or County Executive.  

4.2
Matching funding for computer equipment, HAZMAT response equipment, or both can be requested under this grant.

4.3
COMPUTER EQUIPMENT


(1)
Computer equipment may be requested for specific use within the county emergency management program to comply with ss 166.20, 166.21, 166.22, Title III of the Superfund Amendments and Reauthorization Act, and the federal Hazardous Materials Transportation Act.


(2)
Computer equipment must be on the WEM list of eligible equipment, included with this grant, to be requested in this grant.


(3)
In-kind costs may be used as the LEPC match for the computer equipment purchased under this grant provided that:



a)
The costs must be county related as defined in the computer equipment grant procedures, section 4.3(1).



b)
In-kind costs or services that are included as the county match in the computer equipment grant can not be included for reimbursement under any other grant program(s).  



c)
Documentation of expenditures must be submitted and shall be either an invoice or a county generated expenditure report, whichever is appropriate.



d)
Donations of computer related services shall include the name and address of the provider, the value of the service, and the specific type of service provided.  



e)
Donations of computer related equipment shall include the name and address of the donator, a list of the specific items donated, and the fair market value of the item(s).



f)
In-kind contributions must have been incurred during the grant period.


(4)
Computer equipment is independent of the level B team and strategic plan requirements necessary for HAZMAT equipment.

4.4
HAZMAT RESPONSE EQUIPMENT  


(1)
Emergency response equipment shall be specialized equipment intended for hazardous materials response and not suitable for general fire response.  


2)
Hazardous materials emergency response equipment must fall into one of the general hazmat response equipment categories of absorbent materials, apparatus, breathing equipment, communications equipment, decontamination supplies, instrumentation, personal protection equipment, resource/reference materials, or miscellaneous tools and equipment.  


(3)
If funding for hazardous materials emergency response equipment or supplies on a matching basis is included in the Grant Application, the Committee shall have completed and submitted, and have approved by the WEM Administrator or designee, PRIOR TO the purchase of any equipment under this grant; 



(a)
A County-Wide/Strategic plan consistent with WEM I & G 09-01-00 must be submitted or updated.



(b)
The equipment requested must be included on the equipment needs list of the County-Wide/Strategic plan capability assessment.



(c)
A county level B team must be designated by September 30 of the grant year.



(d)
All local concurrences and sponsoring jurisdiction concurrences as required for the designated county level B team must be received by the Regional Office by September 30 of the grant year.


(4)
In-kind costs may be used as the LEPC match for hazmat response equipment purchased under this grant if the costs are hazmat specific, if the costs have been incurred by the designated and authorized county emergency response team(s), the sponsoring jurisdiction, the EMA/EPCRA combined grant program under s. 166.21 Stats., or the LEPC, and provided that the costs are:



(a)
Team Maintenance Costs





(1) Physical exams and screening





(2) Refresher training





(3) Contractural requirements for training





(4) County hazmat specific training



(b)
Contracts/Retainer fees for designated and authorized county emergency response teams under s. 166.21, Stats.



(c)
Donations of professional services shall include the name and address of the provider, the value of the service, and the specific type of service provided.  Professional services shall be limited to hazmat related legal, medical, accounting, and training services.  



(d)
Donations of hazmat specific response equipment shall include the name and address of the donator, a list of the specific items donated, and the fair market value of the item(s).



(e)
In-kind contributions must have been incurred during the grant period.



(f)
Costs or services that are included in the hazmat response equipment grant can not be included for reimbursement under any other grant program, or be costs incurred by Regional Hazardous Materials Emergency Response Team(s).


(5)
Computer equipment that is to be used by the Level B team for response purposes is considered HAZMAT response equipment for the purpose of this grant and must meet all HAZMAT response equipment requirements.  

4.5
The Administrator’s designee shall review the applications and determine the matching equipment Grant award amount for each county for approval by the Administrator or designee.  All equipment included on the equipment list for which matching funding is being requested under this grant, will be reviewed by the Administrator’s designee to insure that the equipment meets the requirements of this grant.  Should the total award amount for all applications that are received in a timely manner exceed the grant allocation, the grant award amounts will be prorated such that the allocation is not exceeded.  

4.6
The submission of the request for final reimbursement shall be approved by the LEPC.  The request shall be co-signed by the LEPC Chair, the County Board Chair or County Executive.     

4.7
The Administrator’s designee, shall review the grant request for final reimbursement including the certification of expenses and substantiating documentation and determine the final Grant award and payment for each county for approval by the Administrator or designee.

4.8
Only complete applications with equipment items and quantities identified on the approved equipment list will be considered.  Incomplete applications will not be approved and will be returned to the county to be properly completed and resubmitted.

4.9
Records concerning the grant program, including documentation of expenditures, shall be maintained and available for audit purposes according to state and federal requirements.

SECTION 5:
ELIGIBLE COSTS
Eligible costs under this section include:


(1)
80% of the cost of computer equipment and hazmat response equipment, up to the allowable limits for equipment eligible under this grant.  

(2)
Reimbursement of costs for computer equipment shall be based on a 4-year grant cycle.  The first year of the current 4-year grant cycle began with the 2000 grant year.  For one year of the 4-year grant cycle, up to a maximum of $6,000 of the cost of computer equipment shall be eligible for reimbursement.  For each of the remaining 3 years of the 4 year grant cycle, up to a maximum of $2,000 of the cost of computer equipment shall be eligible for reimbursement.


(3)
Up to a maximum reimbursement of $10,000 for the matching cost of computer equipment and hazmat response equipment, shall be eligible per grant year.


(4)
Only that equipment purchased during the grant year shall be eligible for reimbursement by the grant.

SECTION 6:
INELIGIBLE COSTS
Ineligible costs include, but are not limited to, the following:

6.1 
Computer or hazmat response equipment as follows:


(1)
Costs for any computer software charged against the LEPC Emergency Planning grant.  


(2)
Costs for hazmat emergency response equipment not supported by the Strategic Plan/Capability Assessment submitted by the Committee and approved by WEM. 


(3)
Costs for which there is not a documented actual dollar or in-kind 20% match.


(4)
Costs beyond $12,500. (Reimbursement is limited to $10,000)


(5)
Costs for the purchase of computer equipment that is not located in the LEPC Office, Emergency Government Office, 24-hour dispatch center, full time fire department, or designated county Level "B" Team. 


(6)
Costs for equipment which is not included on the WEM list of computer equipment attached to this grant and hazmat response equipment that does not fall into one of the general categories identified in item 4.4(2) of this grant. 

6.2
Undocumented costs.

6.3
Equipment costs incurred by the LEPC for which any other gifts or grants have been received by the Committee in an amount greater than 80% of the cost of the equipment.

SECTION 7:

APPEALS PROCESS
7.1
LEPC's shall have thirty days after receipt of the final grant award notification in which to file an appeal.  

7.2
Administrative Review:  All grant appeals of the equipment grant shall be submitted to the WEM Administrator.  The WEM Administrator may refer the appeal to an LEPC/WEM Advisory Group for a recommendation prior to a decision.  An LEPC may request that the appeal be referred to an LEPC/WEM Advisory Group prior to a decision.   

7.3
If the situation is still not resolved an LEPC may then request a problem resolution process in which the Adjutant General of the Department of Military Affairs reviews the materials submitted by the county and issues a decision based on those materials or meets with the parties to negotiate an acceptable resolution to the problem.

7.4
Administrative Hearing:  An LEPC may request an administrative hearing under Chapter 227 of the State Statutes.

7.5
Circuit Court Appeal.
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
