SITUATION REPORT #1 ON WISCONSIN’S RESPONSE TO HURRICANE KATRINA  
Overview – Governor Doyle has formally offered to FEMA the availability of temporary housing for 1150 evacuees of Hurricane Katrina.  The state is making available the Youth Center at State Fair Park with beds for 950 evacuees along with another 200 at the South Milwaukee Community Center.  As of 5:00 p.m., there has been no immediate plan to bring evacuees to the Milwaukee area.  On Wednesday, there are plans to bring evacuees to Illinois.  A plane will land in Chicago and families will be transferred to other facilities in the state of Illinois.  According to Illinois Emergency Management officials, the evacuees at this time will not be sent to the Kenosha area.  
State Emergency Operations Center – Department of Health and Family Services Deputy Director Sue Reinardy has been named to lead the state’s temporary housing efforts.  The State Emergency Operations Center (EOC) activated today. Currently, EOC hours will be 7 am – 7 pm.

Volunteers – The governors of Louisiana, Mississippi and Alabama today requested that all volunteer resources work through the Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) system.  There is a signup for law enforcement, fire, etc. who would like to assist on the Wisconsin Emergency Management website at http://emergencymanagement.wi.gov.   So far, more than 100 individuals and groups have signed up.  At this point, Wisconsin has not sent anyone under the EMAC system, however, we anticipate the recovery process will take months and we will send individuals when there are specific needs.  EMAC system is a legislatively approved system that provides form and structure to interstate mutual aid.  Through EMAC, a disaster impacted state can request and receive assistance from other member states quickly and efficiently, resolving two key issues upfront: liability and reimbursement.

Donations – The State Emergency Operations Center is collecting information/requests from individuals who wish to donate items, offer housing and other necessities.  The information will be entered in a database and will be used when needs arise.
Wisconsin National Guard -- Total number of Wisconsin National Guard personnel with missions already underway, enroute to area of operations or with deployment currently scheduled is about 460. A variety of equipment, including vehicles and helicopters, are being utilized.
Department of Natural Resources  -- The Department of Natural Resources (DNR) is compiling a database of DNR staff  with Incident Command System training and competencies for disaster relief. We anticipate filling resource requests through the Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) System. Requests for resources will be filled when possible once specific EMAC requests are received. 

Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection – DATCP has posted information its website related to: Charity scams – avoiding fake email solicitations; Monitoring gas prices in Wisconsin; Helping pets and livestock in Louisiana - animal welfare groups and the Louisiana State University vet school need supplies and monetary assistance to care for displaced animals. At this time, the only hurricane related calls that the DATCP consumer protection hotline has received have been related to gasoline prices.
