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SUBJECT:
SITUATION REPORT ON SEVERE STORMS #1

OVERVIEW – Late this afternoon and early evening, severe thunderstorms moved across southern Wisconsin bringing strong winds and rain.  The National Weather Service issued Tornado Warnings for Richland, Sauk and Iowa Counties. Other counties that were under or remain under thunderstorm warnings and watches were Adams, Columbia, Crawford, Dane, Dodge, Fond du Lac, Grant, Green, Green Lake, Jefferson, Juneau, LaCrosse, Lafayette, Marquette, Monroe, Rock, Vernon, Walworth, Washington, Waukesha and Waushara Counties. Reports of damage have been limited to downed trees and power lines.  
Richland County - According to the Richland County Emergency Management Director, winds blew off the roof of a barn and another barn that was under construction was damaged.  In addition, downed trees temporarily blocked Highways 80 and 58. 
Other Power Outages – Several other counties reported some temporary and scattered power outages as a result of the strong storms.
Wisconsin Emergency Management – Wisconsin Emergency Management partially activated the state Emergency Operations Center in Madison at around 5:30 p.m.  WEM staff have been in contact with the impacted counties and at this time there is no request for any state assistance.
