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SUBJECT:
SITUATION REPORT ON FLOODING #8
OVERVIEW – Governor Doyle plans to visit areas affected by flooding today.  With the arrival of daylight, further damage assessments are being conducted by counties.  There are several reports of road closings; motorists are advised not to drive through standing water.  Dams have been holding but are being monitored.  
The state Emergency Operations Center remained open overnight and will remain open for the foreseeable future to monitor the situation.

No injuries or deaths have been reported in Wisconsin.

VERNON COUNTY

Seven dams where water is flowing over emergency spillways are being monitored in Vernon County:  Duck Egg, Runge Hollow, Raaum, Clockmaker, Seas Branch, Primmer and Hidden Valley.  DNR dam personnel will continue to assess dams with county officials today.
A very preliminary damage estimate in Vernon County stands at approximately $8 million, with $6.2 million of that in damage to roads and $1.5 million in debris clearance.  Emergency management officials estimate that 30 homes were damaged, 3 destroyed, and 85 people evacuated.

RICHLAND COUNTY
Richland County Emergency Management is estimating $3.1 million in damage so far in the county, including $1.2 million to roads. This is an early estimate and is expected to increase. Early assessments show 34 homes damaged and 2 destroyed.
CRAWFORD COUNTY

No estimates yet from Crawford County.
SAUK COUNTY
Sauk County reported 2 families out of their homes due to flooding.  There is road damage in the northwestern areas of the county.  The county will be conducting damage assessments of these locations today.

IOWA COUNTY

Iowa County reported that they did not receive the anticipated rainfall over night.  Water is receding.  Avoca is obtaining sandbags from Volk Field to control flooding.

RED CROSS and SALVATION ARMY 
The Red Cross is currently sheltering approximately 65 people: 45 at the Richland Center Middle School; 10 at La Crosse Central High School; 10 at North Crawford High School. The Red Cross and Salvation Army are coordinating on feeding operations.
NATIONAL GUARD

The National Guard is deploying its mobile Joint Operations Center, a trailer that contains satellite communications, to the Viroqua Armory Monday morning.  The mobile center will assist in coordination with Guard soldiers during the recovery process.
OTHER COUNTIES

Crawford County has requested assistance from other emergency management personnel. County directors from at least four unaffected counties are heading to Crawford and Richland counties.
