SITUATION REPORT ON FLOODING/STORMS #1
OVERVIEW – Thunderstorms and heavy rain are moving across southern Wisconsin this morning.  Early morning heavy rains have caused flash flooding in the Village of Bagley.  Grant County Emergency Management reports that 4 homes have been impacted by the flooding.  The Grant County Swift Water Rescue Team is there – ready to provide assistance.  There has been no request for state assistance.
Tornado Watches remain in effect for Kenosha, Racine and Walworth until 11:00 a.m.

The State Emergency Operations Center (EOC) was partially activated at 7:00 a.m. this morning to monitor the storm situation.  Staff members from Wisconsin Emergency Management, Wisconsin National Guard, and Wisconsin State Patrol are in the EOC.
