SITUATION REPORT ON SPOONER EXPLOSION #3
OVERVIEW – Air monitoring samples have been completed in Spooner following the explosion and fire this morning at the Cortec Spray Technologies, formerly known as Rawn Chemical. The plant is located near the intersections of Highways 253 and 63.  Two people were injured in the explosion.

This afternoon, the Level A Hazardous Materials Team from Superior was dispatched to Spooner to conduct air level testing for chemicals and contaminants.   As a result of the sampling, local officials have given the all clear and allowed residents who were evacuated around the plant to return home. State and local public health officials believe based on the air samples that there is no threat to the health of the public. The road blocks will be removed at 5:00 p.m.
Officials are still not sure what caused the explosion and an investigation will continue.  In addition, the Department of Natural Resources will remain at the area performing soil and water sampling.

The State Emergency Operations Center is now closed.
