SITUATION REPORT ON STORMS #11
OVERVIEW – High water levels prompted evacuations overnight in numerous southwestern Wisconsin communities, including Avoca in Iowa County, Gays Mills and Soldiers Grove in Crawford County and Spring Green in Sauk County.  Evacuations have occurred elsewhere in the region since Sunday evening, as well. In addition, smaller-scale evacuations were reported Sunday in parts of Dane, Winnebago, Racine and Columbia counties. Evacuations are orderly and ongoing, with local shelters being set up for evacuees.
The National Weather Service reports a 40 to 50 percent chance of light showers in portions of southeast Wisconsin, and a 20 percent chance of isolated light morning showers in portions of south-central and southwest Wisconsin.
Crawford County – The county is seeking assistance and has set up an incident command post at the Gays Mills fire station. Wisconsin Emergency Management is assisting with a request for a communications trailer, and the National Guard is assisting with a request for cots and meals for the North Crawford shelter. The Crawford County Sheriff’s Department has announced numerous road closures, including the town roads of Little Haney between County S and Havlik Lane, Sunny Ridge Road between Highway 131 and County W, and Freeman Road between Johnstown Road and Saesrove Drive; County S between U.S. 61 and Highway 171 to the Richland County line, and County S west of Petersburg to Sand Hill Road; and Highway 179 from County E to Hook Hill Road.
Sauk County – The county is arranging to pick up 30,000 sandbags at Volk Field.
State Patrol – A mud slide forced the closure of part of the southbound driving lane of U.S. 12 between Sauk Prairie and Baraboo. A state trooper was slowing traffic on U.S. 12 southbound of Kings Corner Road but is no longer on site. The left driving lane is covered with mud but remains passable. 
Department of Natural Resources – The DNR is consulting with engineers about the Lake Delton dam in Sauk County, where officials say the potential exists for overtipping and erosion. 

Department of Corrections – The Department is being asked to send supervised inmate work crews to help fill sandbags in West Baraboo. 

Red Cross – The Red Cross is setting up a shelter at North Crawford High School and the Spring Green High School, bringing to 11 the number of shelters it is operating statewide. Other shelters are operating in La Farge, Ontario, Viroqua, Reedsburg, Richland Center, Elroy, Madison, Avoca and Racine. 
Salvation Army – The Salvation Army will be providing food to evacuees at the North Crawford and Spring Green shelters, and possibly others.  

The State Emergency Operations Center remains activated.
