SITUATION REPORT ON STORMS #13
OVERVIEW – Efforts to deliver assistance in the aftermath of severe rainfall and flooding continued Monday, with requests coming into the state Emergency Operations Center for assistance with sandbagging, evacuations and other assistance for flood-ravaged communities across southern Wisconsin. 

 

Governor Doyle has expanded the State of Emergency to 30 counties (adding Walworth).  All counties include: Adams, Calumet, Columbia, Crawford, Dane, Dodge, Fond du Lac, Grant, Green, Green Lake, Iowa, Jefferson, Juneau, Kenosha, Lafayette, La Crosse, Marquette, Milwaukee, Monroe, Ozaukee, Racine, Richland, Rock, Sauk, Sheboygan, Vernon, Walworth, Washington, Waukesha, and Winnebago.

 

Vernon County – County Emergency Management reports at least 90 roads closed.

State Patrol – State Patrol has dispatched officers to several locations, including Elroy and Wonewoc to assist as needed, including security and evacuations.  State Patrol pilots are on standby if needed for overflights of flooded areas.  Many highways in the southern third of the state are flooded and travel is not advised where flooding has been reported.

Department of Natural Resources – The DNR has sent up aircraft to observe dams in Vernon County.  DNR engineers are also attempting to inspect dams in Sauk, Columbia, Dodge, Jefferson, Waukesha, and Washington counties.  Engineers are also taking a look at four wastewater treatment plants at Cashton, La Farge, Lynden Station and Wonewoc because of high water.  DNR wardens in Sauk, Columbia, Richland, and Crawford counties are assisting with evacuations – there is a mandatory evacuation underway in Columbus.  Wardens are also supporting local electric utilities access circuits to keep power to communities.    Condition updates on several dams:

· Upper Spring Dam in Palmyra on Spring Lake has failed 

· Fall River Dam on the Crawfish River is overtopping 

· Beaver Dam River is now passing a record flow with sandbagging underway on the Lowell Dam on the Beaver Dam River 

· Danville River Dam downstream of Columbus on the Crawfish River is overtopping 

· There is erosion upstream of the Lake Redstone Dam in Sauk County 

· Dell Creek Dam on Lake Delton is overtopping and County A just downstream of Dell Creek Dam has been washed out. 

· Mirror Lake Dam is overtopping and may fail. 

· Wyocena Dam in Columbia County is failing 

Department of Corrections – At least 132 inmates have been dispatched to assist in sandbagging operations in Fall River, Columbus, Baraboo, Monona, Soldiers Grove, Gays Mills, Hustisford, Fond du Lac, and Marshall.

Red Cross – The Red Cross has opened several shelters in the state: Columbus, Gays Mills/Soldiers Grove, Spring Green, La Farge, Ontario, Viroqua, Reedsburg, Richland Center, Elroy, Madison, Avoca and Racine.  They are assessing the need to open a shelter in Lake Delton.

The State Emergency Operations Center remains activated.
