SITUATION REPORT ON STORMS #14
OVERVIEW – Efforts continue to deliver assistance in the aftermath of severe rainfall and flooding.  Governor Doyle visited Oak Creek and the Lake Delton area this afternoon. 
Department of Natural Resources
Lake Delton and Sauk County Dams: WI Dept. of Natural Resources explains what happened to Lake Delton today --  Dell Creek Dam holds Lake Delton and Delton Dam holds Mirror Lake on Dell Creek. Dell Creek flows through the Village of Lake Delton to the Wisconsin River. Both lakes have held high water levels for the past day and a half. Early on the morning of June 9, 2008, a portion of HWY A that runs around the north side of Lake Delton partially failed. Later this morning approximately 400 feet of the roadway totally failed taking several properties and Lake Delton down a new channel to the Wisconsin River. It is believed that all of the occupied structures in the failure path were evacuated prior to the total failure of the road.
At this point all pressure on the Lake Delton Dam has been relieved and water levels at the Mirror Lake Dam have stabilized.

Lake Redstone Dam has NOT failed: There have been reports that the Lake Redstone Dam has failed, but this so far has been contradicted by staff at the scene.
Other dams: 

· Wyocena Dam in Columbia County has experienced erosion and part of the embankment has washed out. At the moment there is no threat to property.

· Pardeeville Dam in Columbia County is stressed but has not failed. It is being sandbagged.
· Marshall Dam was inspected by the village’s engineer this morning and he advised that dam is utilizing its spillway. The issue is a debris problem local police and emergency management are removing debris. The concern is with the water surrounding properties on Waterloo Street. They will be evacuating (as a precautionary measure) one home in the town downstream of the dam, and approximately 75 people in the 300 to 500 block of Waterloo Street. They have 2 or 3 sites that they are looking at for shelters and have been coordinating with Red Cross. 
· Upper Spring Dam in Palmyra on Spring Lake has failed

· Fall River Dam on the Crawfish River has been close to overtopping but is holding at last report.
· Beaver Dam River is now passing a record flow.

· Sandbagging is underway on the Lowell Dam on the Beaver Dam River.
· Danville River Dam downstream of Columbus on the Crawfish River is overtopping

· Saylesville Dam is overtopping and a sink hole developed in the left embankment. Sandbagging is underway around the hole to prevent further erosion.

Department of Health and Family Services: The Department of Health and Family Services (DHFS) helped the American Red Cross address a staffing shortage created by the numerous shelters set up to assist residents evacuated due to flooding. The Wisconsin Emergency Assistance Volunteer Registry (WEAVR) Coordinator in DHFS sent out a request for 15 nurses and 6 mental health professionals to supplement Red Cross Service Professional at the following shelters: Lake Delton, Avoca, Madison, Richland Center, Gays Mills, Reedsburg. The request was filled within an hour. DHFS staff are also having daily conference calls with local health departments in the affected areas.

Department of Corrections – 164 inmates are now assisting with sandbagging operations in  Fall River, Columbus, Baraboo, Monona, Soldiers Grove, Gays Mills, Hustisford, Fond du Lac, Marshall and Portage.
WI State Patrol: State Patrol has deployed 12 strike teams to Crawford County, 7 teams to Crawford County, and 5 to Juneau County. Two more strike teams will be sent to Crawford County and 1 more to Vernon County tonight.
Local emergency declarations: Jefferson County declared a state of emergency.  Village of Saukville in Ozaukee county also declared a state of emergency.
Red Cross – The Red Cross has closed their shelters in Madison and Spring Green and opened a shelter in Lake Delton at Lake Delton Elementary School and in Portage at St. John’s Lutheran Church. Other shelters are open in: Columbus, Gays Mills/Soldiers Grove, La Farge, Ontario, Viroqua, Reedsburg, Richland Center, Elroy, Avoca and Racine.  The Red Cross also is supporting a shelter in Viola.
The State Emergency Operations Center remains activated.  
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
