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SUBJECT:
SITUATION REPORT ON STORMS #6
OVERVIEW – Heavy rains and thunderstorms continue to move across southern Wisconsin causing flooding.  The National Weather Service expects the heavy rains to continue throughout the day. Flood warnings and severe thunderstorm warnings have been issued for most of southern Wisconsin.  Some of the overnight rainfall totals include:
Crawford County (Prairie du Chien) 0.62 inches 
Jackson County 0.23 inches 
Juneau County (Necedah) 3.76 inches 
La Crosse County (La Crosse) 1.74 inches 
Monroe County (Warrens) 0.78 inches 
Vernon County (Ontario) 4.37 inches

Columbia County (Portage) 5.17 inches

State Patrol: The WI State Patrol has deployed a strike team of troopers to NE Grant and SE Vernon counties to survey DOT's assets (e.g. bridges, roads, etc.) in those areas and to be in position to respond to any requests for service that may arise. 

Department of Natural Resources:  Dam Safety officials are monitoring dams and working with local officials in the region.  Some dams that are of concern are the Saylesville Dam which is a privately-owned dam located in Southwest Waukesha County.  Officials are also monitoring the Runge Hollow and Primmer Dams in Vernon County. 

Flooding:  Sauk, Columbia and Milwaukee Counties are conducting flood damage assessments this morning.  Several residents in those counties are reporting flooding.  In Vernon County, a trailer park in DeSoto was evacuated this morning.  The evacuation impacted about 24 residents.  In addition, small evacuations have occurred in Columbia and Vernon Counties.

The State Emergency Operations Center remains activated.  Staff from Wisconsin Emergency Management, Department of Natural Resources, Wisconsin National Guard, Wisconsin State Patrol and FEMA are in the EOC monitoring the situation.  At this time, there has been no request for state assistance.
