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SUBJECT:
SITUATION REPORT ON TORNADO/STORMS #2
OVERVIEW – Severe storms with heavy rains, threat of tornadoes, hail and strong winds continue to move across southern Wisconsin.  As of 5:00 p.m., reports of damage has been mainly downed trees and power lines as well as some damage to farm buildings and houses.  The Wisconsin State Patrol has strike teams operating in Columbia, Dodge/Jefferson and Waukesha Counties.  The teams are patrolling the areas and are available as needed.
DODGE COUNTY:  Dodge County Emergency Management reported minor damage following an unconfirmed tornado near the village of Randolph.   Earlier this afternoon, officials reported a tornado two miles south of Randolph.  Officials report one home and numerous farm buildings damaged.  Four people received minor injuries.
COLUMBIA COUNTY:  Columbia County Emergency Management reports numerous trees and power lines down.  In addition, they are gathering reports of some damage to homes. One minor injury reported at a campground in Rio.  
MARQUETTE COUNTY:  Officials report some minor storm damage due to strong winds and heavy rains.

VERNON COUNTY:  Vernon County Emergency Management reports straight line winds earlier this afternoon damaging barns and a cottage.  Numerous downed trees and debris were covering roads in the Hillsboro area.  

DANE COUNTY:  Dane County Emergency Management reports a few homes with some minor damage near Stoughton.  Numerous trees and some minor low level flooding.  The Dane County Emergency Operations Center is partially activated. 

The State Emergency Operations Center in Madison remains partially activated.  Staff from Wisconsin Emergency Management, Wisconsin National Guard, Wisconsin State Patrol and the Federal Emergency Management Agency are monitoring the storms and keeping in contact with local officials.
