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SUBJECT:
SITUATION REPORT ON TORNADO/STORMS #3
OVERVIEW – Severe storms with heavy rains, threat of tornadoes, hail and strong winds continue to hit Wisconsin.  Tornado watch remains in effect for southern and central Wisconsin until 3:00 a.m.   There are reports of storm damage and flooding.  A swath of 2 to 4 inches of rain has fallen from Sauk County to Milwaukee County causing some basement flooding and road flooding.  The National Weather Service is forecasting heavy rains for the next few days.  The Wisconsin State Patrol reports I-39 south of Portage, the northbound outside lane is submerged and impassable.  The right lane is partially submerged. The State Emergency Operations Center remains activated.  A new shift will start at 11:00 p.m. until 8:00 a.m. on Sunday.  The EOC will remain open until further notice.
Milwaukee and Waukesha Counties – County Emergency Management Officials are reporting basement and road flooding throughout the counties.  In Milwaukee, the Milwaukee County Emergency Operations Center is open.  Officials plan to conduct flood damage assessments tomorrow morning. The Milwaukee Metropolitan Sewerage District is reporting overflows of untreated sewage to local rivers and Lake Michigan as a result of today's heavy rains.
The 128th Air Refueling Wing (ARW) based in Milwaukee, WI reported 3 feet of standing water at their main gate. Numerous vehicles in parking lots on base are in standing water as well. Airmen assigned to the 128th ARW are conducting Sand Bag Operations on base to prevent flood damage.
Sauk County – Officials are reporting some homes with flooding. In addition, campers have filled local hotels.  He anticipates a partial activation of the Sauk County EOC
Marquette County – Officials report a half dozen or so structures were damaged from strong winds or possible tornadoes.  There are a number of trees downed, blocking roadways, with power lines down, and some roadway flooding across the southwestern portion of the county.  The areas with most damage are in the Briggsville, Town of Douglas and Town of Moundville areas.  No injuries were reported.
LaCrosse County - Most of the damage has occurred in the Bangor and Berry Townships.  A machine shed is damaged, two houses reporting roof damages, tree debris on barns and some vehicle damages.  They are reporting that there are power lines down and outages due to damages sustained by the Vernon Electric Cooperative which is a big supplier to the area.
Langlade County - Langlade County Sheriff's Department reported a tornado touchdown south of Antigo this evening.  A garage has been knocked down and there are power outages in the area.  
Dane County – High winds and rain damaged homes and a church in the Stoughton area.  No injuries were reported.  Dane County EOC is now deactivated.

Flood Warnings - are issued for the Pecatonica, Kickapoo, Sugar and Baraboo Rivers
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
