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SUBJECT:
SITUATION REPORT ON TORNADO/STORMS #4
OVERVIEW – Storms continue to hit Wisconsin.  The National Weather Service forecasts that overnight showers and thunderstorms are expected to produce moderate to occasionally heavy rain. A tornado watch remains in effect for Green and Lafayette counties until 3:00 a.m. Tornado watches have been cancelled in Columbia, Dane, Iowa, Rock, Dodge, Jefferson and Walworth counties.  The National Weather Service is forecasting heavy rains for the next few days.  The State Emergency Operations Center will remain open until further notice.

Flood Warnings: The National Weather Service has issued flood warnings for rural and urban areas and small streams in Columbia, Sauk, Dodge, Washington, Ozaukee, Waukesha, Milwaukee, Jefferson, Dane and Northeast Racine counties until 10:15 AM today. This replaces the flash flood warnings that were in effect for these counties. The flash flood warning for Green Lake and Marquette counties until 1 AM today has been cancelled.
Road Closures: Highway 56 near Liberty and Highway 80 near Hillsboro in Vernon County are both closed due to flooding.  
Wisconsin State Patrol reports that I-39 near mile marker 85 south or Portage is now open. Flooding on the highway was caused by a clogged drain.  

Columbia County: Columbia County Emergency Management officials report homes in Columbus, Portage and Pardeeville are being evacuated and the Red Cross is assisting with temporary housing in local hotels.  County officials also report that 5 people sustained minor injuries on Cty Hwy "G" and were transported, treated and released from Beaver Dam Hospital. Columbia County Emergency Management will begin a property damage assessment today.
Milwaukee and Waukesha Counties: Emergency Management officials are reporting that the City of Oak Creek is experiencing major flooding.  The City of South Milwaukee has opened their Senior Center and was receiving displaced residents.  Many cars were rendered out of service and were left in the roadways.  Officials report the South Milwaukee River and Oak Creek were out of their banks and the Menomonee River was also out of its banks and flooded a park in Wauwatosa. Milwaukee County Emergency Management will begin damage assessments this morning. Waukesha County reports significant street flooding throughout the county.
WI National Guard: The Wisconsin National Guard has notified unit commanders to begin contingency planning and preparations to provide support if needed for flooding response.
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
