Disasters strike when we least expect them. That's why we all need a plan to make sure we're ready for anything, and our departments or agencies can function even after a catastrophe. The following Continuity Connection video series addresses what you and your workplace can do to continue operating under the worst circumstances. Whether it's a flood, fire, computer virus or pandemic

At 10:40 p.m. Sunday evening a motorist driving past Mohawk Square notices smoke coming from a vent on the  top of the YOUR AGENCY building. Using his cell phone, he dials 911 to report a fire[image: image1.jpg]


Within several minutes of notification, the fire department arrives, Firefighters begin to battle the fire – which is   becoming more difficult to extinguish than thought.
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Finally, by 4:30 a.m. Monday, the fire is out for the most part The fire    department remains on scene to continue to put out any flare up’s
At 5:20 a.m. Monday, the YOUR AGENCY Director learns there has been a fire in the building  but is not sure how severe or exactly where the fire was located in the building.
As the morning progresses, the Fire Department asks that no one re-enter Mohawk Square until it can be thoroughly inspected They expect this to take at least one full day
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By 1:00 p.m. Monday, the Madison City Fire Department reports the third and fourth floors have been completely destroyed The fire department will not let anyone enter those floors of the building due to safety hazards
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
