       EMERGENCY OPERATIONS – (CAMEOfm-B)

Wisconsin Emergency Management is sponsoring the course entitled CAMEOfm (BASIC) – Computer-Aided Management of Emergency Operations – (CAMEOfm-B) on MARCH 2, 2011.  The course will be conducted at the Marriott Madison West Hotel, 1313 John Q Hammons Drive, Middleton, Wisconsin  53562 beginning at 8:00 a.m. on Wednesday, March 2nd, and concluding at approximately 4:30 p.m.  Dress attire is casual.

CAMEOfm is a system of software applications designed to prepare emergency responders to instruct and/or understand the CAMEOfm suite of computer programs.  The course provides an overview of the fundamental elements of the CAMEOfm suite of programs as they apply to Weapons of Mass Destruction (WMD) threats.  It includes detailed information, as well as hands-on practice of critical elements of the CAMEOfm system, and its associated programs (ALOHA, MARPLOT, Land View, and Tier II Submit).  To better understand how the programs interface, participants are provided opportunities to practice key CAMEOfm procedures that allow users to enhance planning and response activities associated with WMD threats.  These exercises clarify the connections between the programs and how they can enhance emergency planning and response to WMD hazard activities.  The course will prepare individuals representing state and local emergency response agencies to conduct CAMEOfm WMD workshops for those involved in WMD emergency planning or response at the state or local level.

NOTE:  Please be sure and bring your OWN laptop that is WI-FI capable.
We are requesting that you recruit attendees from within your emergency management/first response community who have little or no experience, with the CAMEOfm Program, and would benefit from the basic, beginner’s course.  Basic knowledge of the WINDOW’S OPERATING SYSTEM and terminology is a “pre-requisite” for taking this course.  Attendees may also include all types of emergency response personnel including fire, law enforcement, emergency medical technicians, public health officials, and emergency managers.  Others who will benefit from the CAMEOfm training are anyone involved with emergency situations for any location, such as security personnel, corrections officers, hospital officials, Red Cross volunteers, chemical plant staff, and other local, State, and Federal employees associated with emergency planning and response.

For those participants traveling 50 miles or more one way, and do not wish to commute, Wisconsin Emergency Management (WEM) will provide lodging for those participants at the Marriott Madison West Hotel.   The cost of travel, meals, and any other incidental expenses associated with your stay is the responsibility of the individual (or their organization).  WEM training funds are also covering the cost of the instruction, computers, and software needed for this course.  
Please have prospective participants complete the attached registration form, and mail/fax the form to your Regional Office no later than FEBRUARY 3, 2011.  Additional administrative information will be provided in a letter of confirmation to be sent when the course roster is finalized (usually 1-month before the start of the course).
